PSR News 
What Is Racism? 

 
Racism arises when—either consciously or unconsciously—a person holds that his or her own race or ethnicity 

is superior, and therefore judges persons of other races or ethnicities as inferior and unworthy of equal regard. When this 
conviction or attitude leads individuals or groups to exclude, ridicule, mistreat, or unjustly discriminate against persons 
on the basis of their race or ethnicity, it is sinful. Racist acts are sinful because they violate justice. They reveal a failure 
to acknowledge the human dignity of the persons offended, to recognize them as the neighbors Christ calls us to love 
(Mt 22:39) 

 
Racism occurs because a person ignores the fundamental truth that, because all humans share a common origin, 

they are all brothers and sisters, all equally made in the image of God. When this truth is ignored, the consequence is 
prejudice and fear of the other, and—all too often—hatred. Cain forgets this truth in his hatred of his brother. Recall the 
words in the First Letter of John: “Everyone who hates his brother is a murderer, and you know that no murderer has 
eternal life remaining in him” (1 Jn 3:15). Racism shares in the same evil that moved Cain to kill his brother. It arises 
from suppressing the truth that his brother Abel was also created in the image of God, a human equal to himself. Every 
racist act—every such comment, every joke, every disparaging look as a reaction to the color of skin, ethnicity, or place 
of origin—is a failure to acknowledge another person as a brother or sister, created in the image of God. In these and in 
many other such acts, the sin of racism persists in our lives, in our country, and in our world. 

 
What is needed, and what we are calling for, is a genuine conversion of heart, a conversion that will compel 

change, and the reform of our institutions and society. Conversion is a long road to travel for the individual. Moving our 
nation to a full realization of the promise of liberty, equality, and justice for all is even more challenging. However, in 
Christ we can find the strength and the grace necessary to make that journey. 

 
In this regard, each of us should adopt the words of Pope Francis as our own: let no one “think that this invita-

tion is not meant for him or her.”9 All of us are in need of personal, ongoing conversion. Our churches and our civic and 
social institutions are in need of ongoing reform. If racism is confronted by addressing its causes and the injustice it pro-
duces, then healing can occur. In that transformed reality, the headlines we see all too often today will become lessons 
from the past.
