Second Sunday of Advent – The tradition for the second Sunday of Advent include lighting the second purple candle 
that is a symbol of faith. 
 
The second Sunday of Advent gives us the opportunity to prepare our hearts in faithful waiting, celebrate the birth of 
Jesus, and ready ourselves for his second coming. 
 
It’s a beautiful chance to reflect on the ways prophecy has been fulfilled and ponder what the future (promised to us 
through prophecies) will bring. 
 
Psalm 46:10 says: 
 
…Be still and know that I am God; I will be exalted among the nations, I will be exalted in the earth.” The Lord Al-
mighty is with us; the God of Jacob is our fortress.” 
 
This week, we pause to remember who God is and what He has done for us. When our lives are hurried, we only have 
the chance to focus on our to-do-lists. Making space in our schedules for prayer and meditation helps us to better see 
God at work in our lives and in our world. As we prepare our hearts for the celebration of Jesus’ arrival as a gift to all 
humanity, let’s stir up our hearts and homes a sense of anticipation. May God’s spirit transform the days leading up to 
Christmas into a time of holy anticipation: preparing our hearts, as we faithfully await the chance to celebrate the hour 
of our King. 
 
The Immaculate Conception – It was Mary’s closeness to Christ that made her receive God’s “fullness of grace” to be 
sinless. Without God’s grace, it would have been impossible for Mary to be sinless, and she too would be like the rest of 
humanity. However, because of her decision to say, “yes” in giving birth to Christ, she was given a special privilege by 
having no sin touch her. Catholics believe that God wanted a perfectly pure woman to carry His Son, the God of the uni-
verse, for nothing else short of perfection would do.
